» Show costumes will be distributed as they come in.

» Some of the numbers are in already and | will start to bring the costumes
to the rink in January and you can pay your balance and take the costume
at anytime.

> You may have an amount left to pay after the costume deposit is applied.
This is due at the time of pick up. You may not leave with any costumes
unless your costume bill is paid in full.

» Costumes are not custom made to your child’s measurements. Be
sure to try them on right away. Any alterations of costumes are the
skater’s responsibility. Carla Kruncos is a seamstress and can alter
costumes for a fee; otherwise you need to find someone to do the
alterations. Price list as follows:

Addition to crotch-$7

Side seams-$4

Straps-$3

All other alterations prices vary.

» Skater’s should not play or skate in their costumes before the show.

> All skaters will have mondors (skating tights) ordered for them.

» All costumes were ordered before Thanksgiving and hopefully all will
arrive by picture day.



Show Costume Guidelines

***All hair will be pulled back into a ponytail, messy bun or bun on the back of the
head. If you have short hair you are to pull the sides back into a ponytail on the
back of the head. Please use a neutral colored ponytail holder that matches your
hair color.

***Mondors are to be over the boot mondors. Even if you prefer a different style
please use the ones ordered for you for the show. We want a uniformed look.
No exceptions!!

***Take dresses out of bags and hang up upon bringing them home. Fluff
hairpieces and tutus.

***Costumes are not made to your child’s specific body type, but to general
specifications. Please try on your costume immediately to see how it fits. Any
concerns, you can contact Nicole Ogstad at 675-2429.

If you need alterations, it is your responsibility.

***Costumes and mondors are not to be worn at the rink or at home for play.
Once the show is over you may do whatever you choose with them.

***Makeup is at your discretion.
A costume guideline will be sent out prior to picture day of what each skater is
expected to wear for each number. Please follow the directions so we have a

uniformed look on the ice. If anything changes with the costume | will notify you.
A final once over will be done at picture day.

TICKET INFORMATION

Ticket Prices: General Admission $6.00
Skaters in the show and 4 years old and under FREE

» All TFSC families will receive 8 general admission tickets per family that
they are encouraged to use or sell. Remember, the ice show is a fundraiser
to help offset show expenses and it is the responsibility of all TFSC
members to help sell tickets. You are responsible for the $48 balance due
for tickets. You can return any unused tickets prior to the show.

> Please note: Only volunteers working in the show (specifically lighting help,
locker room monitors...) will receive passes to enter the seating area for
that show. Other volunteers who wish to watch the show from the seating
area will need to purchase tickets (including committee chairs and other
volunteers).

We condensed the practice so parents would not
have to be at the rink every night of the week for two weeks straight. |
hope you find the schedule more conducive to your family life.
